PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. He is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/64. Pulse 115, normalizes into a normal rate upon examination. Respirations 18. Temperature 99.2. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 60 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and it was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. This has been a grossly normal physical exam today.

2. Stomach virus. The patient will receive Zofran 4 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. p.r.n. nausea, #40 mL.

3. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and I have asked mother to call me if he is not improving in another day.
