ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father and multiple siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and a bit apprehensive when I tried to examine her; mother is holding her through the exam and easily consoles her.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 93. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 21 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema visualized. Oropharyngeal area erythematous. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. We did a strep test today. It was positive for streptococcal sore throat. Flu test performed was negative.

2. Therefore, for diagnosis of strep throat, the patient will receive amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days.

3. Cough. Histex PD 0.3 mL three times daily p.r.n. cough, #30 mL.

4. Mother is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
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
