CC: Leg swelling.

HPI: An 81-year-old gentleman with a history of chronic lower extremity edema. He has been placed on diuretics which have been of help and for a short period after I first saw him, we did some compression wrap which was also of help. He does not have home health though and staff is not able to do the wrapping for him. I talked to him about home health and he is in agreement with that as they could provide services apart from this as well. In talking with him, reviewed why the fluid accumulation which I would diagnose as lymphedema in his left leg is likely secondary to no dissection on his left side during the assessment of his prostate cancer and that no dissection in the left groin could create scar tissue after the procedure and that that as well as the node removal affects drainage of the leg on the left side. He is a compliant patient for the most part and is agreeable to having something done to treat his leg.

DIAGNOSES: Left lower extremity lymphedema secondary to node dissection, left groin. The patient will continue on Lasix 40 mg q.a.m. with KCl 10 mEq q.d. He is also to elevate his legs throughout the day as able and my hope is that with leg compression wraps left side that there will be further decrease in the leg’s edema. Order is written for Traditions Home Health to evaluate and treat. 
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
