HPI: The patient is an 88-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and behavioral issues that have recently not only developed but progressed in clinging to specific residents and just staying where they are at even when family is visiting. She does not understand redirection. If she is physically removed, she will soon find her way back to being around this one particular person. She is not in any way threatening or misbehaving so to speak, but family when they come to visit the other patient, not able to have any private time with her. So, I am redirecting behavior with medication that will include Ativan so to calm her, decrease any stress or anxiety, and Haldol low dose atypical antipsychotic which also decreases the thinking that just may be flight of thoughts and confuse her understanding of the redirection. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD. ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/mL applying 1 mL topical at 8 a.m. and 2 p.m. routine with q.8h. p.r.n. dosing available. We will monitor the patient and see how she responds to the routine dosing. If it appears to be sedating or compromises her baseline cognition, then we will cut the dose in half and just monitor her overall. 
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
