HPI: A 99-year-old female with a history of insomnia. She has been treated by her private physician for some time with Ambien 10 mg h.s. She is new to the Harrison and has had I think a few nights of using the Ambien. Nothing unusual happened. Staff reported that the patient slept through the night and she is also new to the facility as well. For now, we will refill the patient’s Ambien. Monitor her sleep pattern and any reports of night terrors, sleepwalking or increased confusion from that of her baseline will be monitored and if occurs, we will need to change sleep aids. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Insomnia. Ambien 10 mg p.o. h.s. and this has been a medication prescribed by her prior PCP and she has taken it for sometime without any reported negative side effect. We will monitor in our facility.
