Ms. Guidry is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CVA. This is a retired mailman from Port Arthur, Texas. Of course, he is single. He suffers with renal along with CVA which is his hospice diagnosis. He has a history of renal insufficiency, cortical necrosis, kidney failure, BPH, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, weakness, history of falls, decreased weight, decreased appetite, major depression, muscle weakness, polyneuropathy related to his diabetes, and B12 insufficiency along with anemia. The patient appears quite weak on face-to-face evaluation today. He is not requiring O2, using his albuterol on and as needed basis. His O2 sats 94% with a pulse of 79 today. The patient has lost weight. His last weight was 125 pounds, now he weighs 120 pounds. He has decreased appetite, bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL and wears a diaper. He is also ADL dependent. He is alert and oriented x2. He has a very unsteady gait, high risk of fall. He is now eating less than 75% of his meal. His MAC is 26.5. He is short of breath. He is fatigued at all times. Once again, he has refused oxygen. KPS score is at 40% now compared to the 50 in the past. Given his natural progression of his illness, he most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
