The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past two days and questionable sore throat yesterday, now cleared. Also, siblings with similar symptoms with unknown diagnosis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of autism, hearing loss; wears hearing aids, gets specialized skills in classes and Cleveland Middle School, doing well with transfer from *__________* same teacher for three years before.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above, otherwise negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: As above, otherwise negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round, react to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep and flu tests performed, showed presence of type B flu.
DIAGNOSIS: Type B flu.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Tamiflu and Z-PAK to take if necessary. Follow up as needed with routine care per pediatrician.
