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Ms. Wonge is a 100-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of parkinsonism. The patient is only oriented times person and sometimes place, but most of the time just person with increased confusion and memory loss. She lives with her daughter Ruth who is her primary caregiver. She is sleeping 12-16 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is considered disabled and bedbound of course and no longer able to ambulate or get off or use a wheelchair. She requires position changing every two hours. She eats “like a bird”. She has very little appetite. She is losing weight on a monthly basis and last weight was at 92 pounds. Her tremor continues to worsen which is related to her endstage parkinsonism and aspiration continues to be a huge problem with her soft diet, which now most of the time she refuses. Overall prognosis is quite poor, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
