CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of vertigo, abnormal EKG, and followup for hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complained of dizziness and sometimes noises in the ears and he was seen in the emergency room and had a CT scan of the brain without any abnormality.

The patient had an EKG in the emergency room and it showed right bundle branch block. The patient stated that he never had any confusion state or irregular heartbeat. EKG from the emergency is reviewed and discussed with the patient.

The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure os elevated and going to be rechecked.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, loss of balance, sore throat, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or loss of consciousness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on diltiazem 120 mg tablet one tablet daily, losartan 100 mg once daily. The patient also has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on *________* 1 mg daily.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and his children. The patient is currently not working and quit smoking. No history of alcohol use or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no impacted cerumen. Tympanic membranes are intact.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Within normal limits.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance; however, sometimes he feels lightheaded.
