Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mrs. Woodward with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  No hospital or emergency room visits.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Some constipation.  No reported bleeding.  No changes in urination, infection, cloudiness or blood.  Smoker one pack per day.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  No syncope.  No claudication symptoms.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Demadex and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Weight 152, blood pressure by nurse 135/79.  COPD abnormalities, few rhonchi.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in December, creatinine 1.48 which is baseline for the last couple of years.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Normal liver function test.  Normal phosphorus.  Mild anemia 12.6.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime, no progression and no symptoms.
2. No documented obstruction or urinary retention.
3. Smoker COPD, clinically stable.
4. Mild anemia, does not require treatment.
5. Present electrolyte and acid base normal.
6. Calcium, albumin and phosphorus normal.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
