CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of being bitten by a dog trying to restrain, works as an animal control officer as well as constable. Puncture wounds to both wrists, which were cleaned and wrapped before coming here. The incident happened about two hours ago. No complaints. He states he had a tetanus toxoid last year involving another incident with an animal.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Animal Control officer as well as constable for San Jacinto County as before.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Multiple superficial puncture wounds to both wrists dorsal and ventral surfaces with full range of motion without pain. Dressing in place, removed to examine wounds.
IMPRESSION: Dog bite to both wrists by non-rabid dog, to be observed.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g and prescription for doxycycline plus mupirocin ointment to cover for possible secondary infection, to continue topical care. Released to return to work as requested. Follow up as needed.
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
