CC: X-ray followup.
HPI: A 87-year-old female who was seen yesterday; at that time, she told me she was just having persistent cough, it was not present the last time that I saw her and she could not tell me how long it has been going on. She denied having any expectorant, but feels like she needs to cough something up. She has had no fevers or chills. She could not tell me whether she has had any shortness of breath. CXR was taken this morning and results were available by 1 p.m. and I reviewed them with the patient.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

RESPIRATORY: She has normal effort and rate. She has rhonchi at the right mid to lower lung field, clear on the left.
CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2. Speech clear. She is pleasant and cooperative. She is also very hard of hearing.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right basilar opacity consistent with acute infectious process, no effusion and chronic appearing interstitial prominence of chronic lung disease. The patient is treated for pneumonia of the right lower lung; Levaquin 750 mg q.d. x10 days and encouraged hydration and I have ordered Delsym 5 mL b.i.d.
