CC: Resident complains of increased confusion and requests UA.
HPI: A 92-year-old female seen in room. She was confused as to why I was seeing her. I read her what was written as a reason for visit and she had a puzzled expression. When I asked her if she remembered saying anything to anyone, she denied it and was upset that people were talking about her. I reassured her that they would not, but if she wanted to just do urine test, we could get it out of the way that maybe there was something there that was causing her to be a little confused. She was agreeable to that.

DIAGNOSES: Slow but notable cognitive changes, MCI, HTN, CAD, insomnia, GERD, OAB and recent complaints of numbness and tingling of both hands.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/19/24 note.

ALLERGIES: IODINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in her nightgown. She is pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/71, pulse 66, respirations 16, and weight 127 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is propelling herself in her manual wheelchair and that is her mode of transport. She self transfers. She has no lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She voices her needs. She understands given information.

PSYCHIATRIC: She seemed taken aback by anyone thinking that she was confused, but she did not remember that she had come to staff about this and requested UA.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increasing confusion. UA with C&S to rule out infectious factors and we will visit with her next week and I will administer an MMSE.
