CC: Request medication changes.
HPI: A 77-year-old resting comfortably in bed watching the news. She was alert and pleasant when I entered. The patient has endstage liver disease with ascites and is status post multiple paracentesis. The patient requests some changes in her current medications and this is something that she vacillates between she wants everything she can take and then when she gets it, she wants to start changing this and that to decrease the number of medications she is on. She then began telling me about her grandson who I met when she moved in and how he and his wife are doing and how very proud she is of him. She talked about faith and how that is what motivates her to keep pushing through despite her overall health.

DIAGNOSES: Endstage liver disease with ascites, chronic pain management, cardiac disease followed by Dr. Birk, HLD, peripheral neuropathy, hypothyroid, urinary urge incontinence, RLS, GERD, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/10/24 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail chronically ill-appearing female resting comfortably.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/75, pulse 72, respirations 16, and weight 105 pounds.

ABDOMEN: As flat as it had been, bet not significantly notable for ascites. Bowel sounds present.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She is weightbearing, gets around in her room, using a walker, rarely leaves her room and when she did previously, used a motorized wheelchair. She has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She can ask for what she needs. She understands given information and she has definitely got persistence in her abdomen.

SKIN: She just has a dull pasty color. No significant bruising and no breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Endstage liver disease, stable. Dr. Harlan Wright follows her and she has an appointment with him on Tuesday 03/19/24.

2. Medication changes. The patient request that DuoNeb be changed to p.r.n. rather than scheduled and she request vitamin C 500 mg in gummy form twice a day. She currently takes them in pill form and states she does not like that.
