CC: Itching in groin area and request stool softener change.
HPI: A 77-year-old female in a manual wheelchair that she can propel in Highlands seen today for noted redness in her periarea with evidence of itching. When I spoke to the patient I asked her if it was uncomfortable and I kind of pointed to the groin area she said yes and that she itched down there. Overall, the patient was told by staff is cooperative with care and is social with other residents in an appropriate manner and overall pleasant to have round.

DIAGNOSES: Gait instability in a wheelchair, hypothyroid, hyperlipidemia, HTN, generalized muscle weakness, and MCI.

ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/24 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is pleasant. She comes up to me and asked how I am doing and seems to get along with the residents.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/67, pulse 69, respirations 20, and weight 142 pounds.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She can give information and interacts with other residents in a manner that she gets along with them.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels her manual wheelchair. No lower extremity edema. Moves arms in a normal range of motion, can weight bear for transfers.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact. Periarea red and vaginal drainage that is clear.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Periarea candida. Nystatin cream to the area at h.s. and in the morning nystatin powder. Vaginal itching with discharge, Diflucan 20 mg q.h.s. x1.
