CC: Followup on right forearm lesion.
HPI: An 85-year-old female who was seen last week for a red circular area on her right forearm. Staff had no awareness of the lesion until we brought it up and the patient could not give information. At that time, it was red, round, papular and slightly tender to palpation. Clindamycin 300 mg q.8h. for seven days was started and completed and the patient has been afebrile. Today, in looking at the right forearm there is a circular but it is a dark purple. The skin is intact and slight tenderness to palpation but the central part of this, there is a palpable circular area that appears uncomfortable with palpation. The patient cannot give information other than it hurts and staff have no idea whether there has been anything further. She has not had any additional falls.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right forearm lesion. The patient was started on clindamycin and there was a delay in getting to her. So today is actually only day #3 of 7. The lesion is flat to the surface, but there is a central palpable firmness that is mobile. We will complete antibiotics, keep the area clean and then will follow up next week.
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
