CC: FSBS issue.

HPI: A 76-year-old with DM II on Basaglar insulin 6 units q.a.m. and 12 units h.s. She also has NovoLog sliding scale q.i.d. and is on metformin 750 mg with breakfast, lunch and dinner. Recently, evening staff and memory care have not been giving her, her bedtime snack. So orders were written to do so and the other issue is that she was not getting morning insulin because her blood sugars were low. That then led to the rest of the day being completely out of whack on her numbers and so we are still trying to get that organized and I talked to the med aide as well as the aides about all of the above and hopefully they understand. The patient was in good spirits, sitting with other residents and socializing.

DIAGNOSES: IDDM, unspecified dementia without BPSD, depression, HTN, HLD, and hypothyroid.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE, and GENTAMICIN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/11/2024 note.

DIET: NCS and diabetic.

CODE STATUS DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was interactive with other residents and seemed happy.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 165/99, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight 128.8 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. No lower extremity edema. She can get herself off and on, on her bed without difficulty and self-transfer. If she is in her manual wheelchair, she can self-transfer without difficulty.

NEUROLOGIC: She made eye contact. Speech was clear. I asked just a couple of basic questions and it took her a little bit to gather her answers, but they were appropriate and just a few words.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: IDDM with erratic readings. The patient is to have a snack at h.s. and that was written and she is to be given her morning insulin, not miss it, even if that requires giving her food or drink prior to the insulin.
