The patient is seen with history of cough, congestion for the past several days with sore throat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing performed which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: Because of brother testing positive for strep, it was elected to give the patient 10-day course of amoxicillin as well with Bromfed DM for cough. Follow up as needed.
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
