CC: Peri-area irritation

HPI: A 92-year-old who is seen in room after he had had irritation either due to shearing or cutaneous candida in the groin area. Calmoseptine was provided via hospice and applied by the DON. The patient was cooperative with exam.

DIAGNOSES:  His problem list is endstage Parkinson’s disease, endstage Parkinson’s related dementia, senile frailty, and chronic back pain.

MEDICATIONS: Lorazepam 0.5 mg 2 p.m. and h.s., atropine drops three to back of mouth a.m. and two at 3 p.m., torsemide 40 mg at 2 p.m. with Effer-K 10 mEq, Sinemet 25/100 mg two tablets t.i.d, Depakote 250 mg b.i.d., and trazodone 50 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly male cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 157/96, pulse 68, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97% and weight 149.4 pounds.

GU: His groin area there is redness with some chaffing and also has now the pinkish brown color indicating decrease in the inflammation. Calmoseptine has been placed for the last several days and it appears to be of benefit.

SKIN: Intact. Scrotum on the sides there is some chaffing as well.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He remains in a wheelchair that he is not able to propel for much distance. He has decreased neck and truncal stability. He requires transfer assist.

NEUROLOGIC: He made eye contact. He did not speak. 

He smiled when I reminded him who I am and he did not indicate any discomfort during exam. Orientation to self. Occasionally will say some words, but randomly difficulty expressing his needs, but cooperative today.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Peri-area chaffing. Continue with Calmoseptine a.m. and h.s and we will just followup as needed for that.
