Her decision about this medication was because another resident takes it and has no problem having to get up at night. The pharmacist did make recommendation for trospium IR 20 mg h.s. Explained this to the patient. I told her we certainly should give this a try and see what it does for her. She will continue on the Detrol IR 2 mg b.i.d. that she was previously taking until this new medication arrives.
