CC: Sinus infection.
HPI: The patient had talked to her home health nurse and stated that she needed a prescription for antibiotic if she had a sinus infection. The nurse did contact me and stated that the patient had no temp, no tenderness to percussion around her eyes or frontal sinus and was not coughing or able to blow out anything or cough up any expectorant. The patient stated that her expectorant was green and that is why she needed the antibiotic. I told her she would have to talk to me when I came to the unit. So when I saw her, she quickly told me that she is not like other people with a sinus infection. She does not get a fever or chills. She does not have a headache or any pressure, but she just has a green stuff coming out of her nose that she can cough up and if not treated then she starts having all the other symptoms occur and it has been going on she states for two days. She did tell me that her daughter who is generally present has been coming less and explained to her mother that she just could not take hearing all these complaints about her medical issues and that she felt like many of her complaints were just something for her to talk about and she stated that she was hurt by that and does not understand. I then brought up that whenever she has something to say, it is about a medical complaint and while she does have significant medical issues, she creates even more. I told her we are going to look at the frequency of antibiotics that she has had for different reasons and continuing to get them like she has to be taken more seriously. This time I will treat her just to resolve the issue. She was digging tissues out of the trashcan to try to find something to prove that she had a green expectorant but was unable to. 
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, anxiety disorder, HTN, ASCVD, HLD, GERD and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/25/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 01/25/23 note.

DIET: Regular.
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CODE STATUS: Full code.

HOME HEALTH: Amedysis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert, very talkative, became annoyed when I initially did not tell her she would get antibiotic.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 155/83, pulse 78, temperature 98.6, respirations 16, and weight 137.8 pounds.

HEENT: She has no frontal or maxillary sinus tenderness to percussion. Her conjunctivae are clear. She had no nasal sound of voice when talking. Nares were not read. She had moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple without LAD.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. She has some early inspiratory and end expiratory wheeze which is close to her baseline. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She had some of the amplitude that she calls a tremor, but it appears more intentional of raising her arms up and down less notable when I saw her then but later she found me in the hallway to ask another question and it was clearly intentionally increased. She ambulates with a walker.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Speech is clear. She can be very demanding and get upset quickly.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Presumptive sinus infection. Z-PAK take as directed and Mucinex 600 mg one p.o. q.a.m. and 5 p.m. for 10 days.
