CC: Cough.

HPI: An 89-year-old seen in room. I had been contacted earlier this week that she was having a productive cough, but difficulty expectorating. So Robitussin-DM 10 mL routine was ordered and that has been helping her bring her sputum up. She was unable to tell me what color it was. She told me the medicine however was red colored. She denies fevers or chills, but she states she is tired from the coughing and just does not feel right. In the absence of discolored sputum or expectorant, but in the presence of her age, I asked if she would feel better with an antibiotic and she stated she thought she would and I am in agreement. 
DIAGNOSES: Late onset Alzheimer’s, HTN, CAD, lumbar radiculopathy, OAB and OA of fingers. 
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., asa 325 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg q.d., HCTZ 12.5 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., losartan 100 mg q.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., Toprol 25 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Mirapex 0.25 mg h.s., Zocor 20 mg h.s., and torsemide 20 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: MORPHINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished patient who is well groomed, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/66, pulse 61, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and weight 158.2 pounds.
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HEENT: Her conjunctiva were clear. Corrective lenses in place. Hair groomed. She had moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. She did have some submental lymphadenopathy, nontender.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. She had clear lung fields with and no coughing with deep inspiration.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm. No M, R. or G.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. She is redirectable and ask appropriate questions and understands questions asked.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: URI persisting into Day-5 with continued expectorant. Z-PAK is ordered and I explained to her how it goes and she will start on it in the morning.
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
