CC: End of life care.

HPI: A 97-year-old who was lying in bed sleeping, her daughter and SIL were present. Daughter stated that she has not had anything to eat and drink for several days and that she just does not seem to respond. Son-in-law interjects and states that she actually did have some fluid in a small amount of JELL-O this morning. He states the previous four days she just stayed in bed and slept throughout the whole time and it was difficult to awaken her. She did not have any fluid intake during that time. He states that today she woke up, was cooperative with eating and drinking and just looked about did not really talk and then went back to bed. Daughter has been concerned about the patient not receiving her blood pressure medication as she should. Staff has been checking and it has been below parameter for dosing. I explained to daughter that her level of hydration is poor that her blood pressure has been low and low blood pressure does not require medication. The patient is currently on comfort measures only. I also talked to her daughter about just the level of acceptance just to allowing her mother to transition. She states that she has not told her that it is okay to go because I think she is just not ready.
DIAGNOSIS: End-of-life care.

MEDICATIONS: Roxanol 2.5 mg q.6h. p.r.n., O2 2L/NC p.r.n. The patient did not have it in place when seen today.

DIET: Nectar thickened liquid and soft diet and atropine drops three p.o. q.4h. p.r.n.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient transitioning end-of-life care. Continue with above medications. She is followed by Family Legacy Hospice. They were also present today and spoke with them. Family is happy with them and they have given good care of patient. I just explained to daughter that it is right now between Ms. Wise and her creator with whom she has a good relationship.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/70, pulse 74, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and weight 120 pounds.
