Sylvia was seen initially on February 8th and subsequently on 02/14/2023. Her CBC showed WBC of 5.5, hemoglobin 10.4, platelet 420, CMP was unremarkable, B12 was normal, and iron was on lower side. Her PT was 12.5, APTT was 36, and INR was 1.2, which is essentially almost within normal range. Her previous PT/PTT were also good when done at your place in January.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron-deficiency anemia. The patient on supplement.

2. Previous history of bleeding during previous pregnancies.

3. No hematological abnormality including coagulation of bleeding abnormality were detected.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient appears to be in good physical health. Her hemoglobin should improve since she is on supplement of iron and she does not pose any added risk for her planned surgical exploration. If you have any questions feel free to call me.
