CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with noted sensitivity of eyes, headache, with tonsillar swelling, with cloudy urine for the past two days, plus myalgia and questionable fever, and also complains of frontal retro-orbital headache with photophobia. She thinks she is having sinus allergies, and history of cloudy urine with UTIs in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Insulin-resistant, non-diabetic per prior PCP. She states she has lost 40 pounds in the past taking Ozempic q. week.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had urinalysis with C&S with presence of pyuria. The patient also has strep test which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Possible urinary tract infection, tension/vascular type headache, and evidence of sinusitis with viral syndrome.

PLAN: The patient is given dexamethasone 4 mg IM with Toradol 30 mg IM with prescription for Bactrim and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up with her regular PCP Dr. Taylor’s PA as needed.
