PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of multiple problems including sleep apnea, hypertension, Alzheimer's advanced, anxiety disorder with history of pneumonia in the last March and COVID past November.

SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Being cared for by two daughters and other members of the family primarily *__________* with daily contact with both.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Increased salivation with drooling at mouth with no other change of sensorium per daughter. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Without acute changes. Skin: Without acute changes. Neurological: Without acute changes.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with history of advanced Alzheimer's disease.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 1 g IM with dexamethasone 4 mg at the request of daughter, also prescription for Zithromax and Medrol Dosepak. To follow up p.r.n. and to see PCP.
