CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough, congestion, chills and flu-like symptoms for three days, also describes pain recurrent right jaw, off antibiotics, for the past several days. He states he was seen in a discounted dental clinic in Conroe, Hope Clinic. He stated he received $150 choice of initial office visit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states he has had a history of low blood sugar in the past, not for several years. He states he had a questionable heart cath five to six years ago; cardiologist in Cleveland, does not remember name, without abnormality. He states he had a cardiac arrest x 3 in 1990 following an electrical explosion with loss of vision for a month.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except he has limited funds.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states his blood pressure was decreased 79/54 three days ago, felt like decreased blood sugar.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 2+ tenderness right mid mandible with badly decayed broken right lower premolars and molar. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Random blood sugar was taken and 96. COVID and strep screens were negative. EKG showed some evidence of an inferior and lateral ST changes compatible with ischemia. Because of respiratory infection, the patient was given injection of Rocephin and prescription for Cleocin to take 300 mg three times a day for 10 days for recurrence of abscess tooth.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Questionable hypoglycemia, abnormal EKG, influenza type illness non-A/B and syncope spell with hypotension reported.
PLAN: The patient was referred to cardiologist as soon as possible, to go to ER if necessary. Follow up here for routine refills and as needed.
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
