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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2012, in Germany.  On March 22, 2012, the patient got into a car accident.  He was driving and suddenly got into car accident.  The airbag deployed.  The airbag hit his head.  The patient tells me that airbag hit his face and head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe head pain.  The patient was confused for the rest of the day.
The next episode was in 2013, in Monterey, California.  The patient was driving a motorcycle.  He got in to motorcycle accident.  He fell.  There were two dents on his helmet.  The patient tells me that he hit the pavement onto his head.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness.  He thinks he was out of consciousness on the ground for about five minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe pain.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has broken neck.  The patient tells me that he also has broken rib.  The patient was confused and disoriented after the accident.  The patient also had severe head pain.
The next episode is 2022, in Tahoe, California.  The patient was snowboarding.  There was a snowboarding accident.  He tells me that hit ice and broke the helmet.  The patient also lost consciousness for about five minutes on the ice.  The patient when he woke-up. The patient was confused and disoriented.
The patient is currently having significant headache.  He tells me that his significant headache almost everyday.  The headache is around the head.  The patient also has vertigo symptoms.  He also has ear ringing.  The patient has sleep apnea symptoms.  The patient has vertigo.  The patient has depression and anxiety symptoms.  The patient has gait problems because of his balancing problems and dizziness.  The patient has been referred to the vestibular rehab at UC Davis.  The patient has also been taking rizatriptan for the migraines.  The patient has seen an ENT for the TMJ.

The patient also has significant fatigue, lack of focus, lack of concentration, and focus difficulties.  Feeling of weakness all the time.  The patient also has anger issues.

The patient is currently in active duty in the military.  The patient is a foreign area officer.  The patient tells me that his headaches and dizziness and vertigo symptoms are significant affecting the way he does his job.  The patient tells me that it is affecting his concentration, but these are symptoms are affecting his focus.  He also had memory problems.  It is also affecting the way he does his job.  He needs to write down everything.
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
