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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 22-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  The patient tells me that on January 11, 2024, the patient had a seizure convulsion that day.  The patient was in the visiting room.  Suddenly, he just had complete loss of consciousness.  He had a witnessed generalized convulsion.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  During the hospital, the patient had two more episodes of the seizure convulsion.  The patient had a 48-hour EEG study at the hospital, which showed mild to moderate abnormality due to presence of shockwaves, which is suggestive of an underlying seizure disorder.  The patient was continued on the Keppra.  The patient has been taking Keppra 1500 mg.  The patient has been taking 1500 mg twice a day since July 2023.  The last seizure was in July 2023.  The patient has been taking Keppra all the time.  The patient tells me that he has been consistently taking Keppra 1500 mg twice a day without any side effects.

DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
EEG study was performed today.  The EEG study shows intermittent shockwaves activities.  This is suggesting underlying seizure disorder on the EEG study.
IMPRESSION

Seizure disorder.  The patient had three seizure convulsions on January 9, 2024.  The patient was hospitalized.  The patient had some onset of generalized seizure convulsion in the visiting room. He was brought to the hospital.  The patient had two more seizure convulsions in the hospital.  The patient had a 48-hour EEG study, which shows shockwaves.  Today another EEG study, again it shows intermittent shockwaves activities, which is suggesting underlying seizure disorder.
The patient has been taking Keppra 1500 mg twice a day since July 2023.  Given the fact that despite he is taking Keppra 1500 mg twice a day and still had three seizures, January 9, 2024, recommended add another seizure medication.

RECOMMENDATION

1. We will add Vimpat 50 mg twice a day.  Explained to the patient’s common side effects.  If he is able to tolerate the medications, we will recommend increase the Vimpat to 100 mg twice a day in a month.

2. Recommend the patient take Keppra 1500 mg twice a day.

3. Recommend the patient followup with the neurologist in three months.
