This is a 74-year-old divorced gentleman with six children, one deceased whom I have had the pleasure to meet and evaluate today for palliative care.
He suffers from diabetes, hypertension, and coronary artery disease status post defibrillator placement 10 years ago.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Other surgical issues include coronary artery bypass graft and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Lopid 600 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg once a day, Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Procardia 60 mg once a day, Plavix 75 mg a day, Neurontin 300 mg at bedtime, allopurinol 100 mg at bedtime, vitamin D, Janumet 100/1000 mg b.i.d., aspirin, and Lipitor 20 mg one a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He used to be a driver for Sherman Williams Paint Company.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of pancreatic cancer. Father died of colon cancer. The patient has had evaluation of his colon in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is awake. He is alert. He does not have any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, swelling or any other issues. He goes to see his doctor on regular basis. He is able to drive and be active in the community. His recent blood sugar was 99.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/70. Pulse 80. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

HEENT: TMs are clear.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No ectopics.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 74-year-old gentleman who definitely is becoming feeble with diabetes and diabetic neuropathy. He has no shortness of breath or chest pain indicating unstable angina. The patient would benefit from provider services, but he is not a candidate for hospice or palliative care at this time. Blood sugar is stable. Blood pressure is stable. He belongs to Devoted Health Plan and has a physician who sees him on a regular basis. I have deferred referral for home health and provider services to his PCP and we had a long discussion about this today.
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
