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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that has a history of macular degeneration and has had problems with double vision that is not correcting. It is a great deal of discretion and the quality of her life is impaired because she cannot read, she is unable to drive and my recommendation is to get a second opinion with a different outfit of ophthalmologist in order to clarify the situation.

2. The patient has a history of hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The T3, T4 and TSH are within normal range. She is supposed to continue taking 50 mcg of levothyroxine.

3. Arterial hypertension that is treated with losartan with hydrochlorothiazide 50/12.5 mg. The patient’s prescription was refilled at the pharmacy.

4. Vitamin D deficiency. The patient is supposed to continue the supplementation. We are going to reevaluate this case in three months with laboratory workup.

The time invested in reviewing the lab was 7 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
