CHIEF COMPLAINT: Rash.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 34-year-old male with history of eczema who had first been evaluated in the office on 12/01/2022. At that time, he stated that his spouse had noted some dots under his arms dating to August 2022, but may have been there for a period of time. The lesions were noted to be nonpruritic and nonpainful. There was no obvious increase in size of the lesions. The patient was treated with Lotrisone with subsequent decrease. He was further prescribed nystatin powder. However, he never got the nystatin powder. The patient is now requesting refills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Oral surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Lotrisone p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with borderline diabetes. Paternal grandmother with CVA.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes alcohol and marijuana use, further notes use of gummies, but denies cigarettes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Significant for the skin condition.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/79. Pulse 71. Respiratory rate 20.

Exam otherwise reveals mild papular rash involving the axillary region.
IMPRESSION: Etiology of rash is unclear. He did respond to Lotrisone. I will refill Lotrisone. He had laboratories performed. Blood sugar was mildly elevated. LDL was 125. These will require followup.
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
