CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 57-year-old male status post myocardial infarction.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 57-year-old male who reports that he was at his baseline state of health until approximately December 2023. He began having right-sided chest pain approximately one month later. He then developed chest pressure associated with nausea and diaphoresis. He was taken to the emergency room where he ruled in for an acute myocardial infarction. He underwent placement of a stent in unknown location. Since that time, he has had rare chest pain only. He has had no shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Status post myocardial infarction.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left heart catheterization.
MEDICATIONS: Unknown.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of breast cancer. Father has diabetes. Maternal grandfather died of cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has history of long-term smoking. He smokes half pack per day of cigarettes. He notes rare alcohol use. He reports prior cocaine use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had weight gain.

Gastrointestinal: He reports that he had a *__________*.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/73, pulse 60, respiratory rate 20, height 74”, and weight 224.4 pounds.
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Lungs: Exam reveals expiratory wheezes and a high-pitched whistling sound.

Skin: Reveals tattoos of the left anterior chest wall.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 55 beats per minute. There is evidence of recent inferior wall myocardial infarction. There is minimal ST elevation with T-wave inversion in the inferior leads.
IMPRESSION:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. History of acute myocardial infarction.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram, EKG and stress testing.
2. Followup. I will see him in one week post exercise treadmill test.
