7. Dysphagia status post G-tube placement.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM:

Constitutional: No headache. No dizziness.

HEENT: No sore throat.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Details of review of systems unable to obtain. The patient is a poor historian.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake and lying on the bed.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/80. Pulse 62. Temperature 97.4 F. Respirations 18. Pulse ox 95%. Body weight 172.0 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic and atraumatic. Eyes – Anicteric. No ear or nose discharge.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive. G-tube in place.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful and disoriented.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient is admitted with CVA.

2. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

3. Left middle cerebellar artery stroke.

4. History of PE.

5. CKD.

6. Colon cancer status post right hemicolectomy.

7. History of prostate cancer status post brachytherapy.

PLAN OF CARE: All the medications reviewed. Recent hemoglobin A1c done last month 5.7. Medications reviewed. Medication he is taking MiraLax 17 g daily for constipation, Tylenol 20 mL q.6h p.r.n for pain and aches, Senokot for constipation, metoprolol 25 mg half tablet twice a day for hypertension, ferrous sulfate 300 mg/5 mL take 5 mL twice a day for anemia, local skin cream and he is getting G-tube feeding and tolerated. We will continue all his current medications. Discussed with nursing staff no other acute issue is reported. The patient did not have any recent lipid profile. We will do that. If lipid profile is elevated, we will also add statin and low dose aspirin to the medication list.
