The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 65-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. Currently, he has been doing fairly well. He is getting along with his wife. He does not cause any aggression and has been compliance with medication. I educated him and further explained that since he has been taking medication regularly. He has not shown any decomposition or any paranoia or anger towards his wife to which he has agreed. He denies any side effect of the medication. There were no involuntary movements or sometime he has tremors, which has been continued but denies any dystonia or any dyskinesia. He describe that he has got sufficient supply of the medication. Therefore, he does not get any refill of the prescription. I further educated him about the medication and obtained the consent. He is on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and 100 mg in the morning and noon, Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime the combination of the medication is effective and he wanted to continue with the same medications. Followup appointment was given in 30-days. I also explained him if I am not going to send a new prescription as he has sufficient supply of the medication but he can always call the office if he has any issue with the medications to which he has agreed.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
