SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Neylon is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment of bipolar depression. He has been feeling much better. He described he is not depressed or suicidal. There is no anxiety. He is taking care of his medications and has not been having any psychosocial issues, which he wants to talk about it. He claimed medication is working fine and he is feeling much better. He also continued seeing his medical physician for his hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and arthritis. Recently, he was seeing the ophthalmologist for his glaucoma and cataract. He was alert, oriented, and having good eye contact. His mood was present. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. No side effect of the medications. The patient is on Depakote 500 mg twice a day, Wellbutrin 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, and duloxetine 30 mg daily.
