Dear Ms. Klumpp:

This is a followup visit for Ms. Kenney with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, asthma and gastroesophageal reflux disorder.  Her last visit was January 16, 2023.  She usually has annual visits and has been feeling physically well over the last 12 months.  She has had a lot of family stress.  Her mother is very ill and requires 24-hour care so her sister has been living with her mother down in the Detroit area and her brother has recently been diagnosed with multiple myeloma so she has been very stressed about those family situations, also her levothyroxine has recently been increased from 100 mcg daily to 112 mg due to abnormal TSH levels.  She denies chest pain or palpitations.  No cough, wheezing or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.  No orthopnea or PND.

Medications:  The only change in her medications from last year is the Synthroid increase.

Physical Examination:  Weight 148 pounds that is a four-pound increase over last year, pulse 80, oxygen saturation is 95% on room air, and blood pressure 108/52.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done January 2, 2024.  Creatinine is stable at 1.17, estimated GFR is 51, electrolytes are normal, calcium is 10.0, phosphorus 4.0, albumin 4.3, hemoglobin 15.1 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and no progression.

2. Asthma without exacerbation.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease, well controlled.  The patient will have lab studies done every three to six months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
