FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports runny nose states discharge from his nose is clear. Cough states cough is wet. States child vaccination is up-to-date. She denies vomiting and diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and interactive. He has moist mucus membranes.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Pulse 130.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Nose: Congested erythematous and edematous turbinates. Nares are congested. Ears: Right ear erythematous TM. TM is dull to light reflex. No tragal tag. No erythematous EAC. No mastoid tenderness.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has inspiratory and expiratory wheezes /crackles on the right lung fields.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema.

EXTREMITIES: The patient has a short leg cast on his right foot. Mother reports he has a fracture of his tib-fib, which occurred when he fell.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute right otitis media.
2. Acute bronchitis.
3. Acute rhinitis.

The patient was home with the following medication.

1. Zithromax 200 g/5 mL take 5 mL now then 2.5 mL daily until gone.

2. Zyrtec 1/1 to 5 mL q. a.m. for 30 days, #150 mL. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
