Thank you for this referral.

This is a 34-year-old female comes here for evaluation of elevated WBC count and platelet. She quit smoking five years ago but she has been vaping, which also she is quit one month ago. Prior to that she smoked infrequently. The patient drinks moderately. She does not have any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is here for elevated blood counts.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reported that she has had UTI recently in last two months couple of times and was treated with antibiotic. The patient also has history of bipolar disorder. She is on Abilify 25 mg daily, Pristiq 100 mg daily, and Klonopin 0.5 mg on p.r.n. basis.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: She had IUD it was removed recently. She just had started her period now but they are moderate not heavy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She reported some weight gain recently.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is 34-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inches tall, weighing 172 pounds, BMI 32, and blood pressure 131/93. Normally, she says it runs around 120/80.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

She did not have any lab with her but from the notes from Lissy Joseph, NP it showed that her WBC count recently was 12.4 and platelets were 457.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent history of leucocytosis and thrombocytosis.

2. History of bipolar disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and redraw CBC, CMP, and thyroid function test once available we can make further recommendations.
