HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 82-year-old male patient here complaining of bilateral eye redness this morning both eyelids were bilaterally matted shut and itchy. He does have some residue on the eyelashes bilaterally as well. He has been rubbing his eyes quite a bit. Also development of that he has brought forth display of some erythema on the upper cheeks under the eyes as well. He is a bit concerned about that. No acute onset of pain and there is no change in his vision. No other issues brought forth today. He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, or activity intolerance. He keeps active on a daily basis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: All reviewed.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. There is obvious acute bacterial conjunctivitis bilaterally to each eye, profound erythema to the conjunctiva and also has some surrounding erythema underneath each eye and radiating toward the temple area bilaterally. Slight warmth in those areas as well.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/65. Pulse 65. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 96% on room air. Current weight 236 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. They are watery. Conjunctivae much erythema. 

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No other issues brought forth today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis and will be getting facial cellulitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye q.4 hours for two to three days one bottle.
2. Also amoxicillin 875 mg p.o. b.i.d. 10 days #20.
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3. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, promote good hand hygiene, please stop rubbing his eyes and return back to clinic or call me if not achieving good results.
