CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after laboratory test.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a fasting lipid panel and LDL cholesterol was elevated. I had a long discussion with the patient regarding diet restrictions and starting cardiac exercise. At this time, the patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.
The patient also denied any family history of myocardial infarctions at early age or stroke.

OBJECTIVE:
