CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her ear pain started two days ago and she had mild congestion, but the patient denied any fever or chills. She recently finished antibiotic for upper respiratory infection.
The patient also had a laboratory test done for urine culture and came back positive and I had a long discussion with the patient and she does not have any symptoms at this time; however, the patient had frequent urinary tract infections in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the left tympanic membrane without any discharge.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
