CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of anemia and frequent heavy menstrual periods. Her last menstrual period was six days ago.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has anemia for past several months because of heavy menstrual period. She has been seen by gynecologist; however, her hemoglobin count was 7.7. The patient has no chest pain or shortness of breath.
