This ______-year-old lady was seen for severe rash about the perineum. The patient recently spent sometime in a respite care and when she came home she had terrible rash. She has been on nystatin. The daughter is quite concerned because not only the nystatin has not helped, but now she is having issues with bleeding. It is important to mention that Ms. Sizemore is on hospice because of dementia. She has a history of chronic dermatitis, but this rash is definitely different. One thing that is obvious is she has lost a lot of weight. She is a lot more confused and has decreased mentation. As far as her rash is concerned, the rash is consistent with candidiasis. I recommended continuation with cleaning with soap and water, applying nystatin cream and keeping the area clean and adding seven days of Lamisil 250 mg tablets once a day to help accelerated healing regimen. Her weight was around 100 pounds, but now she probably has lost another five pounds or so.
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
