Mr. Dvorksy is a 59-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his impaired fasting blood glucose. He also has a history of pancreatitis that is chronic and he is on Creon therapy for this. He is recovering alcoholic. His last hemoglobin A1c was 6.4%. He is on Creon therapy 2400 mg three times a day. For breakfast, he usually has coffee and cigarettes. Lunch is usually around 10:30 a.m. eating eggs or a burrito. Dinner is usually a carbohydrate and meat like chicken or vegetable. He tries to maintain a low fat diet due to his history of chronic pancreatitis.

Plan:

1. For his prediabetes, we will check a current fasting comprehensive metabolic panel 75 g glucose tolerance test and hemoglobin A1c and reviewed the results with the patient during his followup visit. Recommend a low-glycemic index diet.

2. Check a current TSH level.

3. The patient was wanting to be screened for pancreatic cancer due to his history of chronic pancreatitis and therefore I have ordered a CA 19-9 lab study.

4. Followup in three to four weeks to reassess his glycemic control and review the blood workup with him.
