HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old female patient. She is here today. Mother brought her in because she was in bed last night and she states that she was bitten by some type of insect. At that point, the insect bite, which is on her left forearm immediately welted up. Mother out of concern took her to a local emergency room for evaluation. She was given Bactrim for an antibiotic.
Mother brought her by today because she wanted to get a second opinion. She stated that her daughter was now complaining that she had pain going up her arm. So she wanted second opinion.

No other issues were brought forth. There is no side effect of nausea, vomiting, or dizziness. So, there is no fever. There is no tachycardia. No other issues.

ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She has just now started to take Bactrim. In fact mother was on the way to pharmacy to pick it up when she stopped here first. She is going to go to the pharmacy picked that antibiotic up and start taking the Bactrim as prescribed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and no association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She interacts well and communicates well with me through the exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/69. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 69 pounds.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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Examination of that left forearm it is symmetric with the right forearm. There is a small area of erythema were the bite took place with an insect. It is approximately one quarter inch diameter. There is no rupture in the skin. Skin is smooth on the actual bite area and surrounding There is no opening of the skin. There is no oozing. There are no toxic striations going up the arm. The patient tells me she is feeling better now.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Insect bites. The patient will not get any new medications from me today. She will go to the pharmacy with her mother and pick up the prescription from the emergency room the Bactrim and take it as directed. They will monitor symptoms and then return to clinic to us if needed. This patient does not need any topical medication to that area as well. That area of the insect bite skin is smooth and intact. I have reviewed all this with the mother. She will return to clinic or call if she has any questions.
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
