CC: ER followup.
HPI: A 55-year-old female with seizure disorder, had a seizure on 02/16 and as it continued, she was sent to OU ER where the neurologist who follows and treats her is located. The patient’s discharge diagnosis was seizures. She had a CT of the head and an angiogram of both the head and neck as well as full labs to include a drug screen, a troponin and a UA. When seen, she was given additional dose of iopamidol followed by Keppra and given IV fluids. She was monitored there for several hours without recurrence and returned to the facility here. There has been no seizure recurrence since the 02/16. Today, seen in her room. She is alert and dressed. The patient is very verbal and she just kind of goes on tangentially about her seizures and what she takes etc., so I just let her go on. I asked her if there was anything currently bothering her, anything she needed and she stated no to both.
DIAGNOSES: Seizure disorder with breakthrough seizures on current drug regimen, MCI, anxiety disorder, GERD, hypothyroid, migraine headache history and major depressive disorder.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from a note two weeks ago.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed. She knew who I was and recalled her ER visit and seizures leading to it. She tends to be very verbal, but tangential and subtle attempts to redirect her do not work and she was cooperative to exam.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/77, pulse 91, temperature 97.2, respirations 17 and weight 156.4 pounds.
CARDIAC: She had an irregular rhythm at a regular rate without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear to bases. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seizure disorder with breakthrough seizures. ER visit with a full evaluation that did not turn up anything new and she is scheduled for an appointment with her neurologist, Dr. Fahd Sultan for 03/27 at 12:15 p.m. at OU Physicians.
