CC: Complains of abdominal pain and burning.
HPI: A 71-year-old female seen in room, she was seated in her wheelchair and was alert and cooperative. I have been contacted about the patient over the weekend and was told that she was having dysuria. I gave an order at that time for a UA with C&S and Pyridium 200 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for two days. Today, when I saw the patient, she told me that she had a low-grade temperature and just did not feel good overall. So, I told her given that we will just go ahead and treat her empirically and, when I do get the C&S if the antibiotic I have started her on is the one that the organism is not sensitive to, then we will change the antibiotic and she is in agreement.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria with constitutional symptoms of low-grade temperature and fatigue/lethargy. Nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x 3 days is ordered and we will change that if it is not consistent with the sensitivities returned.
2. Dysuria that has been alleviated with Pyridium and, if needed further, we will then write for AZO.
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
