CC: Chronic seasonal allergies.
HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman who has a history of seasonal allergies and obstructive sleep apnea. He takes a daily antihistamine, but has continued to have nasal congestion with drainage. Flonase was prescribed via the VA where the patient gets his medications and it has helped with nasal congestion and drainage. The patient requests that he be able to keep the Flonase in room and administer as needed rather than having to try to get a hold of the med aide and then wait until they get it to him and by then he has spent some time being congested and having runny nose. The patient is quite responsible. He administers his own insulin and has done that for sometime without any problems. I spoke with him and told him that he will get the Flonase to keep in his room and administer as directed and he appreciated that.
Total Wound Care follows the patient for skin breakdown of left great toe and loss of toenail on the fourth toe.

OTHER DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, glaucoma, IDDM, peripheral neuropathy, depression, BPH, gout, OSA, obesity, spinal stenosis of the C-spine and lumbar region.
MEDICATIONS: Acyclovir 400 mg one p.o. b.i.d., allopurinol 300 mg q.d., ASA 325 mg EC q.d., B complex q.d., brimonidine 0.2% one drop OU a.m. and h.s., bupropion 100 mg b.i.d., Rhopressa solution 0.02% one drop left eye q.a.m., Senna Plus two tablets h.s., Zocor 20 mg h.s., Flomax two capsules at 6 p.m., terazosin 5 mg h.s., tramadol 50 mg two tablets q.6h. p.r.n., Dorzol/timolol eye drops one drop OU q.a.m. and h.s., gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d., latanoprost one drop left eye h.s., Claritin 10 mg q.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., D3 2000 IU q.d., PreserVision two capsules q.d., and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN, TETRACYCLINE and EGGS.
DIET: Low carb and DM II diet.
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CODE STATUS: The patient has an advance directive indicating no heroic measures, but not including a DNR and that will be discussed with him as time goes on.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished gentleman sitting at his desk in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/74, pulse 67, temperature 97.1, respiratory rate 18, and weight 277.5 pounds.
NEURO: The patient is alert, makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He understood given information and had no questions.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Flonase is given to him by nurse to be kept in room and administer b.i.d.
2. DM II. A1c is ordered as last was _______.
3. Hypertension. BP will be checked MWF and we will review in a couple of weeks with any needed adjustments in BP meds made.
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
