CC: Dry facial skin.
HPI: A 71-year-old female with a history of rosacea who had not been treated with metronidazole gel in some time, instead had been prescribed hydrocortisone, which decreased any flakiness, but not the rosacea itself. On 02/07/2025, metronidazole cream 0.75% ordered and has been applied to both cheeks a.m. and h.s. routinely. There has been a decrease in number and size of the pustules as well as decrease in redness of skin, but now there is dryness on both cheeks. The patient requests a decrease in the frequency of application and that is reasonable. She was seen in her room. She was actually getting ready to come out for dinner. She made eye contact. She was quiet and I told her that I had gotten her request for decreasing the metronidazole and I told her I was glad that she spoke up and let us know so that change could be made and told her that she would be getting it two days weekly and she agreed to that.
DIAGNOSES: Rosacea, MCI with BPSD of malingering, chronic fatigue, dry eyes, depression and history of GI bleed.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/17/2025 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was dressed and going to the dining room without having to be prompted.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/61, pulse 66, temperature 97.2, respiratory rate 16, and weight 115 pounds; a weight loss of 3.5 pounds from 01/17/2025, a 3-pound weight loss in five weeks.
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HEENT: She made eye contact. Moist oral mucosa. Her cheeks bilaterally were less pink than had been when I saw her about two weeks ago. No evidence of pustules. The skin does look tight and dry, but no flaking.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulating independently to the dining room. Moves her arms normally. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She made eye contact. She was quiet. I told her that I was glad that she let me know that she wanted to have a change in the use of this medication, she kind of shrugged her shoulders like okay and then went on her way.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Rosacea. The patient has been applying medication approximately two weeks, there has been benefit, now it is in the drying out phase, so we will decrease the metronidazole application to Monday and Thursday only and we will follow up in a few weeks.
